I have proved conclusively that if
teacher and student work collaboratively on improving their writing using their reading as a model, their
reading ability rises naturally. This customized and individualized teaching method enables authentic
teacher/student interactions. This not only allows the teacher to closely tailor their teaching to each student s
unique learning needs, but it also brings the student on board in assessing their progress. Teaching a Child to
Read and Write Well will clear a path towards mastering literacy that can engage all students and lead to
success for all.
